4. Bait: Fly or spinner only.  On the rivers there up to two rods use each beat, spinning only is permitted 

after agreement with other beat user (if any).  Dead bait is acceptable for Pike on Loch Alvie. 
 
5. Any fish less than 10 inches (25 cm) must be returned unharmed to the water. 
 
6. No set lines. 
 
7. Permits are only valid for the day of issue. 
 
8. The Estates take no responsibility for the safety of anglers,  
 anglers vehicles or equipment.
